


Rules for holding an “Open House Event” prior to June 14, 2013. 

There is to be no sign-in sheet, no registration material, no sending the player out on a field to show you how they play. 

You can have material there explaining what your fees are, listing coaches’ names, and indicating when and where your tryouts will be held.   It is a great time for a meet and greet, to let the parents talk to your coaching staff, and then let them decide if they think their child will be happy with your organization.  

It is also a great time for parents to be able to see what other options they have when it comes to their children playing soccer in Michigan. 

You can serve food, and or drinks, (aka pop, water, Koolaid, etc.)

At no time can you contact a player who is not already playing for your organization and personally invite them to either tryouts or to your open house. You cannot use email, text, Facebook or any other form of communication to invite a player to your tryouts.      

You can advertise your tryouts and open house on your web site, or you can take an ad out in your local newspaper.  
MYSL has decided to put a page together (very similar to the tournament page) listing the open houses.  In this way, when the parents come to our website to check standings, rules and other information, they will be able to view all of the open houses that have been submitted to us.  A fee of $100 will be charged by MYSL to have an open house advertised on our website.  (A $50 discount will apply to those who also advertise tryouts on our website).
Just please remember:
You cannot initiate contact directly with a player or parent outside of your organization.  No one currently associated with your club or your club’s teams, including (but not limited to) parents, players, and team officials, can contact a player outside of your organization.  You cannot send out emails or make phone calls, post on someone’s Facebook page or communicate in any other form. 
However, you can advertise in your local paper, put a notice on your website, or put a pamphlet on a bulletin board to invite them to come to your open house or tryouts.
